LX Alf  Haha, don’t make me laugh, I though you mounted to position   
  the filament at the rear focal point of the ellipsoid.  
LX Bill  That’s hilarious, I’m using a top-hat, a snoot and a barn door so I don’t spill 
  magenta on me scrim. 
 
  All laugh histerically 
 
All  Too funny, hilarious, that’s a good one, stop before I wet me-self etc...  
 
S.M.   OK Standby everyone. 
 
  We see The Dame, UC, rear view in an US Spotlight, last bars “I will  
  always love you” or similar – Roses are thrown. As she backs towards us  
  the safety curtain comes in blocking off the spots.  
 
S.M.  Curtain. Miss Spottem’s assistants please. 
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Dress Baz Are you comfee Miss Spottem, 
here’ let me dab you. Ooh Norma you’re  
  sweatin’ like a racehourse. 
Dress Shaz Harvey Wallbanger for Miss Spottem. Thank you 
  Carrot for Miss Spottem. Lovely 
  Hummus for Miss Spottem. Merci Beacoup 
 
Dress Traz And it’s off with the Lady Gaga’s and on with the Barbara Cartlands
