A – I just didn’t understand what she was talking about in there? – did you? 
 
B - Me neither, she talks in riddles that one! 
 
C – She doesn’t speak my language for sure! 
 
All – (all agree) – Yeah ! – I know etc 
 
D – I’m so excited, I can’t believe I’m actually here 
 
E – yeah me too, I’ve dreamt about this for ages, its all I’ve ever wanted to do 
 
F – Me too,  I’ve auditioned so many times to get in and now I’m in! I love everything about it 
 
G – When do you think we get to do our first show? 
 
H – Oh its ages before we perform – my sister told me, she says loads of classes and lots of hard work 
first! 
 
G - your sister goes here?  
 
H - yeah she graduates this year! – She can’t wait 
 
I I bet – graduating year are so cool – amazing at everything they do – have you seen them? 
 
All  - yeah  
 
J - Yeah we got to sit in and see one of their rehearsals 
 
K – I know right – They are awesome! - did you watch their dance rehearsal?  
 
L - Unbelievable – the girl that did all those flips & kicks she was amazing – I want to be like her by the 
end of the year.  
 
M – Yeah me too – (jokily does a silly attempt at a flip – everyone laughs with her ) –  
 
All  - “amazing, not! Etc   
 
C- How about this (kelsy does something fab)  
 
L – looks subdues  
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M – (quickly changes the subject to fill embarrassing pause) Hey - did you here them in recital though ? I 
could not believe it, her voice was unbelievable! 
 
All - I know  (all break out in to mock operatic voice) Ahhhhhh! 
 
N -  Sheinkopf scares me though – did you see the way he rolled his eyes at me – I don’t think he likes 
me! 
 
All – (All agree) I don’t think he does!  
 
A - He’s so fierce!  
 
B- imitates him “ music is the hardest profession in the world”  
 
All – (laugh) 
 
F - Come on we better get to class  
 
All  - yeah 
 
As they are about to exit Stage R Nick passes from Stg R to Stg  left in front of the group as they are 
picking up bags to leave and Serena stops him when he has passed her with her line “excuse me……The 
rest of the group continue to exit Stg

(Scene 2 – in - between scene between There she goes & Scene 7 – pg36) 
 
Students are packing up bags putting lunch bags in the bin etc clearing trays away as they begin the 
scene and talk – back stage hands with aprons come in to clear up and remove tables etc 
 
Interlink Scene 7  – Sophomore Year 
 
A – How are rehearsals going? 
 
All – Ok  etc 
 
B – ( with book in hand) There  not! – my acting partner never turns up – I think she’s going to be 
suspended? 
 
C – Oh yes I heard about that – she must be mad  
 
D – I’d hate to have to leave 
 
E - Oh that would be the worst thing 
 
F – Wasted  opportunity, my mum says – she works extra shifts so I can be here. 
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G – My partner is great and he is so gorgeous I can’t 
concentrate on my words – I get in a total fluster!! 
 
All – react – whooo etc  
 
G –  Stop it! – He is gorgeous  though( dreamily)  
 
H – I know -  he is gorgeous! –  
 
All - (everyone thinks of him dreamily and then say) you are so luck to be with him etc 
 
I -  He might be gorgeous but he is a terrible actor 
 
All  - yeah  true etc  
 
M – does an impression everyone laughs 
 
K – who cares! He is hot! 
 
J – Eww I don’t think so! 
 
L – Not as gorgeous as (XXXX M’s) partner  
 
All – everyone laughs 
 
M – Don’t get me started on him! – he doesn’t know his lines yet and he really needs deodrant

(Scene 3 – in - between scene between Junior Year song & Scene 11 – pg56) 
 
Interlink Scene 11  – Junior Year 
 
In the hall way gathered around the casting for the Junior Festival  
 
A – Have you seen the casting for the Junior festival 
 
All – No lets have a look – various reactions from pleased , excited, ecstatic to  dissapointed  
 
B – Oh I got just what I wanted 
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C – Me too!  
 
D –  Are you ok 
 
E –  (disappointed) I thought it might go that way she said Ive got to rest my voice 
 
F – yeah if you got nodes you really need to rest your voice and let it get better. 
 
E – Yeah – I know you’re right 
 
G – There will always be next year  - if you rest your voice that is! 
 
H – Yeah , I mean look at me I can’t do any of the dancing – since I broke my collarbone – you don’t see 
me all down about it – I’m in some of it with you guys which is the best bit  
 
I -  (joking) yeah that’s the worse thing for us!! 
 
All  - yeah true etc (laughing) 
 
K - seriously can some one help me with that choreography  
 
M – Yes of course – you know I’m the best dancer here! (joking and doing a funny move) 
 
J – Actually can you go over those moves again XXXX M – I need your help! ☺ 
 
M - Of course you do! –  I told you I’m the best! ☺
