Additional Notes

How the fees are spent
We try to keep the price to you as low as possible, but staging a show in a theatre comes at a cost. This part of the

fee covers the cost of the theatre ($25k), lighting, sound & video (design, build and operation), music editing,
choreography, marketing, poster and programme design and print, ticket sales, front of house duties, ushers,
chaperones, transport & cleaning. It takes at least 500 man hours to put the show together plus the actual
rehearsal time. Put simply, it costs this much to put on the show, we hope you understand. Our aim is simple - We
want it to be an exciting, positive and memorable experience for every single person involved.

We have had to remove the tickets that were included in last year’s Show Kit as the theatre we are in this year is
significantly more expensive.
